The economic theories and
concepts provide aninsight into the role of governments and markets in the economy and help identify the market
mechanisms and economic policy tools. This course also includes an in-depth study of macroeconomic principles
and the principles of microeconomics, which is the starting point for economic analysis. It aims to enable students
to understand the components of supply and demand and the price determination in competitive markets to
evaluate the impact of government intervention on market equilibrium.
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This course focuses on an advanced study of the laws of contracts in the Common Law system. It aims at delving
into the application of the Common Law and at studying selected cases from Britain, Australia or America and at
introducing the students to the foundations of the legal analysis adopted therein.
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6m;i v Introduction to Translation L4 2517 212

This educational unit aims to introduce students to the world of translation through an initiation to linguistic
translation from English to Arabic and from Arabic to English and to the various approaches and strategies
adopted in the translation of texts. It aims at improving students’ understanding of English texts and skills in
English expression while tackling a wide variety of themes and subjects related to the human rights, the various
UN organizations, and the governmental entities. This educational unit will be divided into two parts of 15 hours
each.

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Bm;i y Human Rights in International Law and Islam L8 2507 212

In this course, we will explore human rights in the light of Islam and international legislations. In this course, we
will understand the international human framework including the International Declaration of Human Rights and
the core international human rights treaties.

Furthermore, it will help us understand the influence of religion on human rights. It is also an invitation to look for
common values in different ideologies and to question the universality of rights.

Building high impact communication and executive presence program is designed to help the student develop
confidence, powerful presence and influential skills when interacting with his/her stakeholders.
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This course is divided into 3 different levels (Levels C, B, & A). All three levels put emphasis on the ability to
master the skills and tools of using the English language to communicate effectively both orally and in writing. The
content of the course provides a variety of materials and practices that hone the linguistic and interpersonal skills
necessary to construct informative and persuasive Public Speaking and academic writing in English.
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
